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Field Trip No.1: Maraburung Prison 
 
Maraburung Prison is one of two prisons in the country and is under the Ministry of 
Home Affairs. The prison provides rehabilitation programme such as psychological 
rehabilitation, counseling, civil rehabilitation and vocational training. Inmates are also 
given spiritual and physical education. The Maraburung Prison is a new facility built 
to accommodate male and female inmates who have committed less-serious offences 
and who are given shorter imprisonment sentences. 
 
Field Trip No.2: Rumah Al-Islah 
 
Rumah Al-Islah is Treatment and Rehabilitation Centre and a Government service 
operated under the Ministry of Home Affairs. There are two sections in the Centre, 
one for the treatment and rehabilitation of drug substance and the other for 
intoxicating substance/glue sniffing. Males are separated from females. Rehabilitate 
and reform inmates’ character through effective rehabilitation approaches through 
counseling, religious guidance, physical training, education and other vocational. 
Admissions are by Court Order, Minister’s Order or Voluntary Basis. 
 
Field trip No.3 Counseling Center ABDB 
 
The Counseling Center of the Royal Brunei Armed Forces is a center that provides 
services on prevention, education, rehabilitation and personal development for 
problematic staff through counseling. 
 
Field Trip No.4: Komplek Rumah Kebajikan Pulaie 
 
Komplek, Rumah Rumah Kebajikan or Welfare Housing Complex is a Government 
Institution under the Department of Community Development, Ministry of Culture, 
Youth & Sports.
