
Bangkok Declaration 
 

The 11th UN congress on Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice unanimously adopted “Bangkok 
Declaration.” The text of declaration urged to increase cooperation in information sharing, 
extradition, mutual legal assistance and other matters related to drug trafficking, human 
trafficking, cyber crime, money laundering and financing of international terrorism. 
All delegations of the 11th UN Crime Congress reaffirmed their readiness and seek to improve 
international cooperation in the flight against crime and terrorism at multilateral, bilateral and 
regional levels, especially in the prevention, investigation, prosecution and adjudication of 
transnational organized crime and terrorism and in discovering any existing links between them.

 We, the Member States of the United Nations, 
 Having assembled at the Eleventh United Nations Congress on rime Prevention and 
Criminal Justice in Bangkok from 18 to 25 April 2005 to decide to take more effective concerted 
action, in a spirit of cooperation, to combat crime and seek justice, 
 Convinced that the United Nations congresses on crime prevention and criminal justice, 
which constitute a major intergovernmental forum, have contributed to national policies and 
practices by facilitating the exchange of views and experience, mobilizing public opinion and 
recommending policy options at the national, regional and international levels, thus making a 



significant contribution to progress and the promotion of international cooperation in crime 
prevention and criminal justice,
